Crystal Rig 24/11/22 £470.00 Thanks to the funding from ABPCC, I was 
able to undertake the necessary training in 
order to perform some habitat management 
work locally. In the Abbey St Bathans 
Oakwoods SSSI, I have begun eradication of 
the invasive rhododendron ponticum by 
applying herbicide into the plant to kill it off. 
This is essential for the long-term health of the 
woodland. The funding allowed me to 
undertake the PA1 and PA6 training and gain 
the qualification I needed to apply the 
herbicide. Successful die-back of the 
rhododendron is already visible in part of 



Shannobank Wood. I intend to roll-out this 
technique to the rest of the wood and any 
other locations locally, should the landowner 
wish me to. I am very grateful this fund exists, 
as not only has the local oakwood benefitted 
but I have been able to add to my skillset 
which has made me a more versatile forester.
